33%. The admissibility for
assistance is raised from 1 hectare to 2
hectare in all cases for financial assis-
tance given to the farmers and the relief
amount in comparison to earlier period
is also increased by 1.5 times. In the
event of death, assistance is increased
to Rs 4 lakh from Rs 1.5 lakh. The allo-
cation under State Disaster Response
Fund (SDRF) has been almost doubled
in 5 years. During the five years of 2010-
15, the states were allocated Rs 33,580
crore in this fund whereas the Modi gov-
ernment has allocated Rs 61,260 crore
for the year 2015-20. This fund helps

State Governments to take prompt steps
to deal with disaster.

Under the National Disaster
Response Fund (NDRF) during the year
2014-17, Rs 28,605.38 crores have
been approved by the Central
Government as against Rs 9,099.82
crores in the years 2011-2014. The
states of Karnataka, Kerala and
Puducherry are still under consideration.
